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CODE OF CONDUCT 

All the students are required to maintain good character, discipline and decorum in the Institute 

premises. If any student is found indulging in any indisciplinary act or any other undesirable, 

illegal, antisocial or destructive activities in the Institute and/or Hostel premises, suitable 

disciplinary action will be taken against him/her.   

Acts of Indiscipline 

i) Violation of Institute rule 

ii) Any act that prevents, disrupt or disturbs the regular academic activity 

iii) Unlawful assembly and rioting  

iv) Public nuisance  

v) Violation of decency and morals  

vi) Extortion  

vii) Criminal trespass 

viii) Offences against property 

ix) Criminal intimidation.  

x) Any act of physical abuse or abuse by spoken word to any student. 

xi) Attempts to commit any or all of the above mentioned offences. 

xii) Threat to commit any or all of the above mentioned offences. 

Punishment if find guilty: 

i) Suspension from the attending classes and academic privileges. 

ii)  Withholding/withdrawing scholarship/fellowship and other benefits. 

iii)  Debarring from appearing in any test/examination or other evaluation process. 

iv)  Withholding results.  

v)  Debarring from appearing in any campus placement process.  

vi)  Suspension/expulsion from the hostel.  

vii) Rustication from the institution for period ranging from one to four semesters. 

viii)  Expulsion from the institution and consequent debarring from admission to any other 

institution for a specified period. Provided that where the persons committing or abetting 

the act of ragging are not identified, the institution shall resort to collective punishment. 

ix) Cancellation of admission. 

x) Imposed Penalty .
